Cuba Archive used different reports and lists to cross reference the names of victims. Widespre
discrepancies were fourtiespelling of certain names and other details, such as age. Careful efforts
were undertaken to reconcile all available information @néictiptstand survivaraecurately

as possible.

The list of names, photos, and addresses thawvéallpveided by Jorge A. Garcia, who lost his
son, grandson, and twelve other relatives. After the tragedy, he @xtausbokesarestigation

on all the victims and interviewed survivors.

Subsequently, he was able to leave the island al

smuggledis information with him. It became the basis of a Ebburidiedento delmolcador
13 demarzq published in Miami in 2001. Most of the information containetienaosin &

taken from his book.
